Descent from the Cross

is positioned on the western side,
where sunset conditions light the
chapel at the end of the day to
signify the end of Jesus's life.

Ascension to Heaven

is positioned on the north side,
along the main axis of entry. The
steadier and softer lighting
throughout the day provide
consistent lighting for Ascension
iconography.

Resurrection from the Tomb

is positioned on the east, where
sunrise conditions light the chapel
at the beginning of the day to
signify the revival of Jesus.
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
